Student Qualifications
Applicants must:

e live and go to school in the county the student is
applying for;

e by the summer, have completed the 10th grade; and

e be at least 16 years of age by the date of hire.

Note: If you are offered an internship, are under 18

years of age AND will not be graduating prior to the

start of the program, you will be required to obtain a
work permit.

Application Process

To apply, go online to http://jobs.mtc.ca.gov/

1 Complete the online application.

2 Attach a page that describes in your own words
a transportation problem in your community and
explains what you think could be done to help
resolve the problem.

3 Attach one letter of recommendation from a teacher,
principal, counselor, religious leader or employer
(two letters are required if your GPA is below 2.8).

After an initial screening process, the best-qualified
candidates will be notified as to which one of our
transportation agency partners they have been selected
to interview with.

Interviews will be conducted either in person or by
telephone.

Minority and female applicants are highly
desired.

About the Internship

Approximately 30 summer internships are available
throughout the nine counties of the San Francisco Bay
Area: Alameda, Contra Costa, Marin, Napa, San
Francisco, San Mateo, Santa Clara, Solano and Sonoma.

Online recruitment happens at the beginning of each
vear. The internship locations vary and an applicant
may apply for multiple internship opportunities in the
county he/she lives and goes to school in.

Internship activities vary depending on the needs of our
partner agencies and the skill set and interests of the
interns.

Interns are paid a competitive hourly wage and work
Monday through Friday, generally between the hours of
8 am to 5 pm (there may be some exceptions), up to

40 hours per week. Interns may work full-time or part-
time for up to 10 weeks between the months of June
and August.

The Internship Experience

The summer starts with an orientation where guide-
lines, expectations and administrative paperwork are
addressed and interns and mentors participate in team-
building activities.

During your internship, you will work on projects and
tasks that the agency has assigned you, partake in
enrichment activities, and meet talented professionals
who have a wealth of experience and knowledge you
can tap into. There may also be opportunities to attend
transportation-related educational excursions that give
you behind-the-scenes insights.

At the mid-summer Intern Forum, you will give a
presentation to MTC staff, fellow interns and mentors
